Samoa need 13 points for 1,000 against Tonga.

Samoa have won all five matches played against Tonga in the IRB Pacific Nations Cup,
scoring 157 points and conceding 54.

Samoa have the best overall record of the four competing sides, having picked up 12
wins from their 23 matches.

Tonga full back VUNGAKOTO LILO has scored seven tries in the PNC and needs just one
more to claim second place behind HOSEA GEAR who stands on 11 tournament tries.
This will be Lilo’s 15th consecutive appearance in the competition.

Tonga’s KURT MORATH is the leading scorer in this year’s tournament with 37 points.
He needs 24 points to become only the second person to 100 points in PNC history.

Pacific Nations Cup Experience

Samoa’s line up has made a total of 56 starting
appearances in IRB Pacific Nations Cup tournaments,
with 27 wins and 29 defeats between them. Lock
forward FILIPPO LEVI is their most experienced player
having made 15 starting appearances, with six wins
and nine defeats.

FILIPPO LEVI is top of the appearances chart having
played in 18 PNC matches (alongside SUNIA KOTO of
Fiji).

Tonga’s line up has 59 starting appearances between
them, with 15 wins and 44 defeats. Full back
VUNGAKOTO LILO is their most experienced IRB Pacific
Nations Cup player, with 15 starting appearances and
two wins. He has scored seven tries in total, including
onein last year’s 24-23 defeat to Samoa.

IRB Pacific Nations Cup Facts and figures
Samoa:

The most points in a Samoa match was 68 in their first
ever game against the Junior All Blacks when they also
suffered their heaviest defeat, 56-12.

The lowest points scored in the history of the
tournament was 11 between Samoa and Fiji in 2008,
when Samoa won 8-3.

Have scored 72 tries in 23 matches played, the highest
of the four competing teams.

The biggest win by Samoa over Tonga was 50-3 in
2007 and there are three survivors in the Samoa line
up from that match; CENSUS JOHNSTON and DAVID
LEMI, who both scored two tries in that match and
FILIPO LEVI.

Tonga:

Conceded 132 points to penalties, the highest of any
team.

The most points in a Tonga match was 97 against
Australia A in 2008, which also marked their heaviest
defeat as they lost 90-7.

The least points in a Tonga match was 29 against New
Zealand Maori in 2008, when they lost 20-9.

Have received 17 yellow cards in their 23 PNC matches,
10 more than any other team.

Have collected seven losing bonus points in total,
three more than any other side.

VUNGAKOTO LILO has scored 49 points in PNC
competition, including seven tries.

If they concede five tries against Samoa they will be
the second team after Japan to have conceded 100
tries overall.
